
Teachers have already jumped straight into teaching and learning, with both whole
class and small group approaches. We begin the term with a mathematics focus on
statistics, alongside number and problem solving. Both teams (Year 0/1 and Year 2)
will continue to build foundational knowledge and skills in literacy. Home Learning
pockets will start coming home from Monday 9th March.

The Year 0/1 students will be learning about their bodies and how to care for
themselves through the science and health and physical education curriculum.
They will explore body parts, senses, healthy habits, movement, and wellbeing
through hands-on, play-based learning. 

This term, our Year 2 tamariki will be learning about Aotearoa New Zealand Māori
myths and legends. Through the social sciences and history education
curriculum, children will explore Māori culture, values, and connections to the land
and nature. Alongside this, the students will create their own pepeha, building on
their Year 1 knowledge. This is a wonderful way for our tamariki to learn about each
other’s cultures, families, and special places, while celebrating the diversity within
our classroom.
